MUSIC NOTE FOR WORSHIP

In today's Gospel reading we see why Christians have used the narrative of the grateful Samaritan as a call for the faithful to give thanks to God. At Holy Communion today, we do just that. Furthermore, we remember that in Lutheran parlance, “law” is ordering Christians to be grateful, and “gospel” is proclaiming to the community the healing and saving mercy of God. The hymn Oh, That I Had a Thousand Voices (ELW 833) expands our understanding on both fronts. Written by Johann Mentzer (1658-1734), this hymn lights up the imagination with the praises of God: one thousand voices and the same amount of tongues generate ten thousand hallelujahs in an effervescent proclamation of the great deeds God has done for us. The tune was written by the then music director of the city of Frankfurt, Johann Balthasar König (1691-1758).
