MUSIC NOTE FOR WORSHIP

Humility, reverence, and holy fear are the contextual attitudes of the ideal prayer. Our Hymn of the Day, Lord, Teach Us How to Pray Aright (ELW 745) makes the case that prayer must be imbued with a sense of godly sorrow: deep compassion for others is the hallmark of God’s people. Judgment, as viewed through today’s Gospel parable, is a way to elevate ourselves at someone else’s expense. James Montgomery (1771-1854) wrote the poem.  As a hymn writer, Montgomery stands as the inheritor of Issac Watts and Charles Wesley’s mantle, and the connecting figure between the eighteenth and the ninetieth century.  SONG 67 (the name of the melody) is an anonymous tune.  It originally appeared in a collection published by the great composer Orlando Gibbons (1583-1625) who provided the harmonization we sing today.
