In Heaven Above (ELW 630) is our Hymn of the Day. This text was written by the Swedish pastor Laurentius Laurinus (1573-1655) in the days after his wife’s death in 1620. The tune I HIMELEN I HIMELEN comes from Norway. This union of text and music is a good example of empathetic correspondence: the melody’s folksy simplicity bolsters the innocent and disarming confidence of the poem. Set against today’s Gospel, which speaks not of persevering or resisting, but of rejoicing and leaping for joy, in the face of difficulties, challenges, and ridicule, the hymn reminds us that death for the believer is an unimaginable fulfillment. Zoar sang this hymn for the first time a year ago.
