This hymn is a happy exercise in devotional poetry reflecting the elation and excitement of the coming of Christ. It is based on the parable of the wise and foolish bridesmaids as found in the gospel of Matthew (Ch. 25:1-13) and was written by Laurentius Laurenti (baptized Lorenz Lorenzen but who later decided to Latinized his name)(1660-1722).  Following the dire warnings we hear in today’s readings, Laurenti’s text is not only comforting but reassuring. As in all things sudden, we are called to trust God's grace, remain awake or wake up, and ready our lives to receive the unexpected and disorienting presence of God. The arrival of God, like a flood, always surprises us.
