MUSIC NOTE FOR WORSHIP
Our Hymn of the Day “Christ, When For Us You Were Baptized”, found in the ELW hymnal under number 304, was written in 1973 by F. Bland Tucker - a distinguished and extremely gifted hymn writer in the Anglican tradition, as evidenced by the other three  hymns included

in the ELW (#452, #478 & #640). The poem itself was originally penned at the request of one his students. In it, we hear a composite account of Jesus’ Baptism as found in the Gospels of Matthew 3:13-17, Mark  1:1-11 and John 1:29-34. The fourth stanza relates the ontological implications of Christ’s sacrifice for us: in baptism we prefigure our death, we become part of God's new creation, we are baptized in the Holy Spirit, and by the sign of the cross on our foreheads and our hearts we surrender to God in the kind of service that can afford us perfect freedom.
