O Master, Let Me Walk with You (ELW 818) is our hymn of the day. The text of this hymn, which was originally published as a poem for the secular periodical Sunday Afternoons, was titled “Walking with God,” and was written by the paper’s editor, Washington Gladdens (1836-1918) in 1879.  As an example of devotional literature of its time, it evidences the practical concerns of discipleship, and what was called the “muscular Christianity movement.” Muscular Christianity emphasized the moral implications of the Gospel on the social arena and reminded practicing Christians that a faith that only concerns itself with the next life and turns a blind eye to the injustices of this one does not represent the way of Jesus of Galilee. The tune MARYTON was written by H. Percy Smith (1825-1896).
