This Ganda folk song and Wilson Niwagila’s (b. 1940) text have been inseparable since 1965 when both text and tune helped mark the unification of the Evangelical Lutheran Churches in Tanzania.  Now in its second decade of widespread use among American Lutheran churches, Gracious Spirit, Heed Our Pleading (ELW 401) is standard hymnic fare on the Day of Pentecost. Its current choral version was prepared by Norwegian composer Egil Hovland (b. 1924).
